William “Bill” Pickett was a cowboy and rodeo performer born on December 5, 1870 in Travis County, Texas.  His family’s ancestry was African American, Native American, and Caucasian.  He invented the rodeo technique of bulldogging, grabbing cattle by the horns and wrestling them to the ground, which is known as steer wrestling in today’s rodeos.  Pickett’s method of biting the cow on the lip and falling backwards lost popularity.  He died on April 2, 1932 after being kicked in the head by a horse.  He was inducted into the National Cowboy Hall of Fame in 1971 and was the first black inducted into that organization.  He was also inducted into the ProRodeo Hall of Fame in 1989.  In 1994, the United States Postal Service honored Pickett as one of twenty “Legends of the West” pictured in a series of stamps.

2. The near side is the horse’s left and the off side is the horse’s right.
3. Trot

4. The canter is a three-beat gait. It is important for the horse to start on the correct foreleg in order to be on the correct lead.  The gallop, a four-beat gait, is the fastest pace.  At one point during the gallop, all four of the horse’s feet are off the ground.
5. The withers are the highest point of a horse’s back and is where the horse’s height is measured.
